Today’s Readings

First Reading: Isaiah’s prophetic call is dramatic theatre! Angels acclaim the Lord’s glory so intensely that the door to
Isaiah’s house shakes, and smoke enters. He thinks death will come to him because he is not without sin. But the opposite is
the case. One of the seraphim approaches Isaiah with an ember from the altar, a sign of the Lord's offer of forgiveness.
“Whom shall | send?” is the Lord Question to Isaiah and the Lord’s question to us on this Fifth Sunday in Ordinary Time. Will
we present ourselves for mission once again?

Responsorial Psalm 138: In the words of Psalm 138, a hymn of thanksgiving, we sing our praise and thanks to the
Lord for all he has done for us. The Lord answers our call. The Lord’s fidelity to his promises is beyond compare. The refer-
ence to angels in the refrain from verse 1c provides a direct connection the seraphim in the First Reading. May our song of
gratitude arise from our assemblies this day in the presence of the angels.

Second Reading: Pauls testimony begins with a statement of the kerygma that he received. All that Paul has handed
on to the Corinthians was the faith others gave to him: Christ died, was buried, rose from the dead, and appeared to many
after his Resurrection. In humility, Paul notes that the Risen Christ appeared to him last of all for he had persecuted Chris-
tians. Grace made Paul the preacher of the Gospel to the Corinthians. Grace will do the same for the Corinthians-and for us
as we proclaim and live the Gospel. There are longer and short forms of the reading

Gospel:  Simon struggles to trust that any catch will come to the fisherman should they follow Jesus’ command to lower
their nets. They had worked hard all day, but caught nothing. Much to their surprise an abundant supply of fish filled their nets
to the point of tearing and the boat of sinking. Simon'’s humble reply mirrors Isaiah’s as he confesses his sinfulness. Instead of
leaving him as Simon requested, Jesus turns the tables and invites Simon to fish for followers with him.Jesus will never depart
from us, but will only draw closer.

WHAT IS WORLD MARRIAGE DAY?

Held on second the Sunday in every February World Marriage Day (WMD) honors husband
and wife as the foundation of the family, the basic unit of society. It salutes the beauty of
their faithfulness, sacrifice and joy in daily married life.

HISTORY - The idea of celebrating marriage began in Baton Rouge, La., in 1981, when cou-
ples encouraged the Mayor, the Governor and the Bishop to proclaim St. Valentines Day as
"We Believe in Marriage Day". The event was so successful, the idea was presented to and
was adopted by Worldwide Marriage Encounter's National Leadership.

By 1982, 43 Governors officially proclaimed the day and celebrations spread to U.S. mili-
tary bases in several foreign countries. In 1983, the name was changed to "World Marriage
Day", designated to be celebrated each year on the second Sunday in February. In 1993, his
Holiness, Pope John Paul I, imparted his Apostolic Blessings on World Marriage Day. WMD
celebrations continue to grow and spread to more countries and faith expressions every year.

SYMBOL - Our World Marriage Day Symbol speaks readily of the role and values we pro-
claim. Husband and wife are symbolically seen as two candle-like figures, reminding us that
married love calls us to help enlighten the world. The couple is joined by a heart, focusing on
love as the power that fosters unity within the couple and generates the capacity to be life-
giving and inspire others to fruitfulness and unity.

THEME - Our Theme for WMD has been permanently adopted as "Love One Another".
This phrase is the commandment given us by Jesus in John 15:12. It speaks to us in a simple
but challenging way of how our Father wishes us to live. Loving one another is a daily deci-
sion, simple but challenging.

This weekend at every Mass in the Partner Parish we will have a special blessing for all the
married couples of the Partner Parish. The blessing will take place after the homily. On Satur-
day after the evening Mass, we will hold a small social with a wedding cake and coffee to hon-
or all of your commitments to the married state of life. All the wedding pictures and the wed-
ding albums that you have brought will be on display for everyone to see and to reminisce
and give witness that commitment is still possible in the world today.

When the Catholic Church teaches that marriage between two baptized persons is a sacra~
ment, it is saying that the couple's relationship expresses in a unique way the unbreakable
bond of love between Christ and his people. Like the other six sacraments of the Church, mar-~
riage is a sign or sy mbol which reveals the Lord Jesus and through which his divine life and
love are communicated. All seven sacraments were instituted by Christ and were entrusted to
the Church to be celebrated in faith within and for the community of believers. The rituals and
prayers by which a sacrament is celebrated serve to express visibly what God is doing invisi-

bly. In a sacramental marriage, God's love becomes present to the spouses in their total union

and also flows through them to their family and community. By their permanent, faithful and
exclusive giving to each other, the couple reveals something of God's unconditional love. The sacrament of
Christian marriage involves their entire life as they journey together through the ups and downs of marriage
and become more able to give to and receive from each other. Their life becomes sacramental to the extent
that the couple cooperates with God's action in their life and sees themselves as living “in Christ” and Christ

living and acting in their relationship, attitudes and actions.
